Employers Must 
Protect Workers 
from Excessive 
Heat Injuries

During hot weather, especially 
with high humidity, sweating 
isn‘t enough. Body temperature 
can rise to dangerous levels if 
you don't drink enough water 
and rest in the shade. You can 
suffer from heat exhaustion or 
heat stroke. Heat illnesses and 
deaths are preventable.

Under OSHA law, employers 
are responsible for providing 
workplaces free of known safety 
hazards. This includes protecting 
workers from extreme heat. 
Working in full sunlight can 
increase heat index values by 
15 degrees Fahrenheit. Keep 
this in mind and plan additional 
precautions for working in 
these dangerous conditions.
